We were also proud to present another project “Healthy Life”, which
aimed to reach the most impoverished areas in Ulaanbaatar. We
were able to reach the residents in underprivileged communities
such as disabled children and families, people in rehabilitation
centres and those who lived below the poverty line. We were
warmly welcomed by all of the organisations and districts. We
reached 236 residents in Bayangol district, Bayanzurkh district and
Songinohairhan district.

We had been to a disabled sector, where many disabled children
and their mothers or caregivers attended a seminar. Professional
advisors gave them ideas about child development and how to
protect themselves from back pain. We also invited trained and
certified medical professionals to deliver talks about basic health
and provided access to medicine. Our fellow Rotaractors joined
together and participated actively in different areas as a team.
